· Rock Candy North Rim one re-route headed west
Reroute is in and tied into old grade trail above B-line. Trail starts on the other side of the concrete bridge) DNR will be closing the old trails lost in the slide.  Kevin will be moving the rocks off the trail on the section of North Rim trail below B line 

· Rock Candy North Rim one re-route headed south
Thanks to WA ATV,  and others who punched this in it was quite and accomplishment.
 WA ATV rocked the switch backs near the top of the re-route. The group discussed the need to work on the section of North Rim #1 between the new re-route and the connection with Middle Waddell.  We discussed using properly installed chain link fencing to harden n a couple of areas. 
· Al Davis Road Trail

TTC are waiting for it to harden to determine where it needs rock. 
· Novice Area West Waddell & Rock Candy
 TTC have put in the first phase of the novice area and it is open for use. Thanks TTC –  Since opening weekend we have encouraged new riders to head that direction (instead of doing laps in the parking lot or riding on the edge of the road) 
· RCO RTP  Grants DNR seeking support 
Discussed the proposed RTP grant to reconfigure, trails between Middle Waddell campground, and the day use area. One thought is to establish one way trails in this heavily used section.  A re-route, to move the trail away from the stream, will be constructed between the novice area and Middle Waddell trail. We will need letters of support for this grant. 

· Rock Candy Trailhead wall -progress
We discussed the need for the wall at the previous meeting, so far there has been two incidents of restroom doors being shot. DNR recently  located free, fairly new, un-used building blocks which could be used for the wall. David Snyder may also have blocks that can work. There was a suggestion from one group they would be willing to donate monies directly to the project. WA ATV has mentioned getting the rebar, mortar and labor donated. Folks it looks like we are getting close. We will get a sample of our blocks and blocks from David to mason experts with WAATV to determine if it is suitable. From there we will start adding up the pieces of the project and how we can get it done – hopefully before fall.
·  River Trail #40

Discussed the re-working of the sections of trail #40 by DNR’s Kevin Olson, between the new bridge and the Al Davis road. WA ATV rocked areas of this section on 4/24 4/25 and will do so again on their 5/08 work party.  DNR will be hosting its own work party on Thursday 5/20 - let us know if you like to lend a hand. 
· Overflow Parking Area 
Overflow parking area across from Middle Waddell campground. DNR placed jersey barriers and eco blocks and logs to control access. The idea was to allow access by moving the logs and fashioning a cable gate. DNR is looking  for a group interested in working on this. 
· Update on pending Timber Sales
